Recebeu o Prémio Cardeal Mercier de Lovaina em maio de 1981 pela publicacao
do melhor livro sobre Metafisica nos dois anos anteriores (Ihe Metaphysical
Thought of Godfrey of Fontaines. Washington, D.C.: The Catholic University of
America Press, 1981). E membro da Pontificia Academia de Santo Tomas de
Aquino desde setembro de 2003 e Doutor honoris cansa pelo Pontificio
Instituto de Estudos Medievais da Toronto (2005). Foi vice-presidente
académico da Universidade Catdlica da América entre 1989 e 1996 e
presidente da Sociedade de Metafisica da América (2005-2000).
